Workshop activities: Using paper templates that Michael will supply, each participant will cut and fold their own paper mask.  In the process of going from a flat piece of paper to a fully rounded mask, they will learn to conceptualize 3 dimensions, which is the essence of sculpture. A fresh template from which copies can be made will also be left with the workshop supervisor.

Follow up: Participants can create their own masks. They can find pictures and make drawings to help them create their own mask templates using the same principles they learned in the workshop.
